The Geneva conventions have been an
attempt to put a "civilizing" veneer on
the barbaric practice that humans
engage in called war.

Rather than outlawing war, the Geneva
conventions give us the rules of how to
conduct it in a proper manner. Most
countries of the world have signed on
to the rules, but the United States now
aﬁpears guilty of violating parts of
these treaties.

Captured combatants and civilians
who find themselves under the
authority of an adverse party are
entitled to:

Respect for the prisoner’s life, dignity
and personal rights; including political,
religious and other convictions

Protection against all
acts of violence or reprisal

The exchange of news with their
families and receipt of aid

Basic judicial rights
are guaranteed
